Travel Plan Funding Applications

Safe Routes to School (SRTS) Scoring Criteria, Round 3 

Proposals will be scored on a 50-point system, with up to 10 points awarded for each of the following:

a. Broad representation from the schools, municipality, parents, students, and community organizations on the task force.

b. Evaluation, including the following: 1) mapping showing schools and residential neighborhoods within two mile of each school; 2) integration with community master plans encouraging bicycling and walking; 3) use of in-class and parental survey forms.

c. Proposed planning for education, encouragement and enforcement activities.

d. Proposed listing of prioritized infrastructure projects.

e. Quality of proposed budget. (Communities may apply for up to $15,000 per school.)
Eligibility: Both public and non-public schools are eligible to participate. Application may be filed by schools and/or municipalities. Regional Planning Commissions, not-for-profit organizations and other public service and planning entities that are able to enter a binding agreement are eligible to apply for funds for developing travel plans. Such applications shall be evaluated on the basis of overall quality, creativity, and relevance to SRTS.

Geographical Distribution: In selecting projects for funding, the Statewide Advisory Committee shall give consideration to distributing awards as widely as possible to all regions of New Hampshire.
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
